Rescuing and Caring for Children

Rebuilding Lives of Orphans
More than 2 million orphans live in the Philippines, desperately in 
need of love and care. YWEA 2016 seeks to rebuild lives by providing 
support for local orphanages and ministries currently reaching many 
of these neglected children. 

Restoring Hope to the Abused
Gentle Hands, a clinic that began as a birthing center for expectant 
mothers of the poorest of the poor, now serves as a critical care unit 
for over 100 neglected and abused children. These children have suf-
fered physical, emotional, and sexual abuse and were either dumped 
at the center or placed there by social services. 

Restoring Hope through Adoption
Samaritan’s Place, founded by Marc and Marilen Morris, is a model 
orphanage and international adoption center that has successfully tran-
sitioned hundreds of babies and children into loving families. They have 
one of the highest adoption rates of any agency in the Philippines.  

Restoring Hope by fighting Human Trafficking
As with many countries, human trafficking of children is a growing 
crisis in the Philippine Islands. YWEA 2016 seeks to raise the aware-
ness of this epidemic by promoting Project Priceless – Not for Sale 
campaign and partnering with orphanages and agencies that are 
recusing these children.     

Benevolence and Disaster Relief
Rebuilding Lives by providing Disaster Relief
The Philippine Islands have experienced incredible devastations from 
typhoons and other natural disasters over the last several years, leav-
ing many people in need of basic necessities such as food, water, and 
clothing. YWEA 2016 aims to Restore Hope by partnering with local 
benevolent agencies to distribute critical items to those in need. Ad-
ditionally, Global Expedition teams from the US and other countries 
will be mobilized to impact these areas with the gospel. 

Building Ministry Centers
Rebuilding Lives by Rebuilding Ministry Center
YWEA 2016 seeks to Restore Hope by investing in a ministry/relief 
center in Lapu Lapu, Cebu that was destroyed by Typhoon Haiyan in 
2013. As a port city, Lapu Lapu serves as a distribution hub to many 
of the smaller islands in the Philippines. The rebuilding of this critical 
benevolent ministry center, and the local church that sponsors the 
outreach center, is vital to the entire region.  

Training and Equipping Leaders
Restoring Hope by training humanitarian leaders
A great need exists for training church planters and equipping pastors 
as well as youth and children’s leaders. YWEA 2016 will partner with 
ASCM (Asian Seminary of Christian Ministries) and national leaders to 
provide training opportunities and resources throughout the islands. 
ACSM has one of the finest Humanitarian Service degree programs 
anywhere in the world. YWEA 2016 will Rebuild Lives by providing 
scholarships to students who have committed their lives to humani-
tarian relief in various countries around the world.

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YWEA 2016 will focus on the beautiful people of the Philippine 
Islands. Young people throughout the world will support causes 
that demonstrate the love of Christ and the mission of the church.

The Philippines are a collection of 700 inhabited islands, home 
to nearly 100 million people. They live in places like Greater 
Manila, where nearly 12 million reside among high rises and 
struggle amidst some of the most horrific traffic in the world. 
Many of these people live in small rural villages high in the moun-
tains where no roads exist. 

The Church of God sent missionaries into the Philippines at the 
close of World War II and today has over 700 local congregations. 
These churches range in size from tiny bamboo structures to the 
Dasmariñas Church of God in Manila that has a weekly atten-
dance of over 12,000. 

YWEA has focused and invested in the Philippines in through-
out its history. In 1964, a church building was purchased for 
$43,000 in a prominent Manila location that is valued at more 
than 10 times its cost. In 1983 & 1984, additional projects helped 
establish a youth missions training center and the Asian Seminary. 
Both of these projects have been fruitful and made an indelible 
impact for the Kingdom.
