THE SECOND COMING OF JESUS: FACT OR FICTION 

     The second coming of Christ is one of the most written about subjects in the New Testament.  The second coming 
is recorded in all four of the Gospels, as well as the books of Acts, I Corinthians, Philippians, Colossians, Hebrews, 
James, I & II Peter, I John, Jude and Revelation; twenty of the New Testament books deal with this all important 
subject.  In the New Testament, reference is made to His second coming at least once in every 25 or 30 verses.  This 
doctrine is mentioned 318 times in 216 chapters of the Bible. Evidently the second coming of Jesus was and is at the 
very heartbeat of God the Father. 
     There have been a number of people throughout history, and even recently, who have tried to predict the day of 
His return but to no avail.  With those predictions not coming to pass, it has brought on much skepticism and doubt 
as to the truth of the Scripture.  Let me be very clear and say, that the same Bible which gives signs for we believers 
to look for, is also very emphatic that no man knows the day or hour of His return.  That time is reserved for the 
Father only as recorded in Matthew 24: 36; “BUT OF THE DAY AND HOUR KNOWETH NO MAN NO, NOT THE 
ANGELS OF HEAVEN, BUT MY FATHER ONLY.”   For anyone to try to predict the day of His return is in direct 
contradiction to the words of Jesus and an instrument which the enemy will use to bring confusion and doubt as to 
the authenticity of Scripture. 
     Just as the prophets in the Old Testament wrote hundreds of years before Jesus birth about His first coming, and 
it happened in the fullness of time, the second coming is going to take place just as the scripture declares.  Just 
because some misguided individuals make claims, which are not true, and receive publicity about their predictions, 
it should not produce doubt in any of us who believe He is coming again and in fact should cause us to look even 
more intently for His return.  Read II Peter 3: 3 & 4 (NLT) 3. MOST IMPORTANTLY, I WANT TO REMIND YOU 
THAT IN THE LAST DAYS SCOFFERS WILL COME, MOCKING THE TRUTH AND FOLLOWING THEIR OWN 
DESIRES.  4 THEY WILL SAY, “WHAT HAPPENED TO THE PROMISE THAT JESUS IS COMING AGAIN?  
FROM BEFORE THE TIMES OF OUR ANCESTORS, EVERYTHING HAS REMAINED THE SAME SINCE THE 
WORLD WAS CREATED.” Does that not describe the talk of this day we are living in with skepticism, doubt and 
questioning of the Bible as being the true Word of God?  Many no longer look for the Lord to appear in the clouds 
of heaven, nor do they live as though this could be the day.

TRUSTING HIM.  FOR OUR GUILTY CONSCIENCES HAVE BEEN SPRINKLED WITH CHRIST’S BLOOD 
TO MAKE US CLEAN, AND OUR BODIES HAVE BEEN WASHED WITH PURE WATER.  23.  LET US HOLD 
TIGHTLY WITHOUT WAVERING TO THE HOPE WE AFFIRM, FOR GOD CAN BE TRUSTED TO KEEP HIS 
PROMISE.  24.  LET US THINK OF WAYS TO MOTIVATE ONE ANOTHER TO ACTS OF LOVE AND GOOD 
WORKS.  25.  AND LET US NOT NEGLECT OUR MEETING TOGETHER, AS SOME PEOPLE DO, BUT 
ENCOURAGE ONE ANOTHER, ESPECIALLY NOW THAT THE DAY OF HIS RETURN IS DRAWING NEAR.  

     The coming of Jesus is fact and not fiction and all we who are looking for Him will behold Him as He is in 
His glory.  I just have to say, “HALLELUJAH.”
